Road Race/Criterium information:

No aero bars allowed in the Criterium, Road RacesrcCircuit Races

The Center Line Rule is in effect for the Road andCircuit Races!!! Riders crossing the
center line will be disqualified.

Lapped riders in the Criterium will NOT be pulled.

Criterium riders should stage in the Pocket Park amss from the start/finish line during
their preceding race.

The criterium course is .7 miles in length

All criterium primes should be claimed immediatelyfollowing your race at the timing
area located next to the finish line.

Cutoff times for all road races will be 3:00 PM. Afer this, please observe the “rules of the
road”, ie. ride on the right side of the road, obseve traffic signs, etc. DNF's will be
recorded for all riders finishing after 3:00 PM.

35 mile road racers returning through Marquette andimmediately preceding the 100 mile
racers will be directed to the Bicycle Path.

Wheel support vehicles will be available for the 10and 55 mile races. Wheel support
vehicles will be following the main pack only. LookKor the wheel support vehicles parked
in front of Lakeview Arena's main entrance near thestart/finish line.

Preliminary results will be posted immediately followingeach race.
Protests must be submitted within 15 minutes of eaclace finish.
Official results will be posted immediately following theprotest

period.




Gravity Event information:
